KSE-Bain Case Championship
Kyiv School of Economics (KSE) and Bain & Company with Forbes Ukraine as a general media partner announces the launch of a student Case Championship competition. 

Case competitions are a popular practice among the most proactive and ambitious students. Such competitions help students to develop their analytical and structured problem solving skills, as well as build the grounds to understand strategic decision making processes.  Equally, solving business cases is gaining popularity as an interviewing tool at some of the bests companies.   

KSE and Bain & Company invite students to participate in the KSE-Bain Case Championship.  

 

How it is organized: 

We invite students teams to register on-line to participate. Registration will be open on the KSE web site from October 25, 2012 to November 30, 2012. 

Teams that meet the eligibility requirements will be notified about their participation in the First Round of the competition. All selected teams will receive a case which they need to solve. The solution should be sent in the form of a presentation to the organizers (casechamp@kse.org.ua) by December 21. 

A jury of Bain consultants, Forbes representatives, and KSE profs will select 10 teams to be invited to the Final Round. In the week before the Final, each selected team will receive a Final case to be prepared for the Final Round held in Kyiv, at KSE, on Friday, February 15, 2013. 

Please note that the dates may be altered so follow the updates on the KSE website.
During the Final Round, each team will make a presentation of their solution of the Final case. Each presentation will be judged by a jury consisting of representatives of Bain, Forbes and KSE. 

The team with the best case presentation will be announced as the Winner of the KSE-Bain Case Championship.

Who can participate: 

To participate in KSE-Bain Case Championship students must meet the following requirements:

        Participants must be current students of Ukrainian universities who have finished at least 2 years of bachelor studies

        Each team should consist of 3 to5 students.  Teams of less than 3 and more than 5 students will not be eligible to participate

        In case of successfully passing to the Final Round, all members of the team should be willing to travel to Kyiv and each team member should present in front of the jury during Final Round Case presentations 
       Current or former KSE students are not eligible to participate in the KSE-Bain Case Championship

Some further rules are: 

For registration, each team should have a Name and elect a Captain. The Captain will fill out the on-line registration form at www.kse.org.ua. The registration form includes information about the team and its participants.    

Information about the results of selection and cases for the First and Final rounds will be sent to the Captain's e-mail by the indicated date this dates (please see the dates sections). The Captain of each team will be responsible for sending the First Round case solution presentation to casechamp@kse.org.ua by the indicated deadline – December 21.  

Teams participating in the Final Round are responsible for their own travel and accommodation.

Any question should be addressed to the organizers at casechamp@kse.org.ua. 

What is the working language of the Case Championship:

The working language of the event is Russian or Ukrainian. 

How the First Round is organized:
 
The First Round of the KSE-Bain Case Championship will be organized according to the following lines: 

 

· The KSE-Bain Case Championship organizers will circulate a business case to be solved in the First round by December 7
· Participating teams should submit their proposed case solutions to casechamp@kse.org.ua NO LATER than December 21st, 2012.  Case solutions submitted after December 21 will not be reviewed and corresponding teams will not be allowed to continue participation in the Case Championship 

· Submitted solutions will be reviewed by the KSE-Bain Case Championship selection committee.  First round results will be announced by January 14, 2013
· Successful teams will be invited to participate in the Final Round

How the Final Round in organized:      
 
The Final Round of the KSE-Bain Case Championship will take place in Kyiv on Friday, February 15, 2013.  All teams who successfully passed the First Round are required to be present in Kyiv on the day of the Final Round.  
Below are the guidelines for the Final round: 

 

         Final round participants will receive the Final case by February 8
         Final case solutions should be prepared in a presentation format 
         Each team participating in the final round will present their case solution in front of a  jury and other final round participants

       Case presentations should be up to 10 slides long and should be presented in 15 minutes.  Each member of the presenting team should be present during the team’s presentation

       The Final round jury will consist of representatives of Bain, Forbes and KSE.
        The jury will announce the winners of KSE Case Championship on February 15. 
What are the prizes? 

The winning team of the KSE-Bain Case Championship will be invited to a job interview at Bain & Company and receive a 6 month subscription to Forbes Ukraine. 
All finalists receive a certificate.
