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I. LEGAL REGULATION IN
UKRAINE

Until 2018, the main law governing the sugar
sector was the Law of Ukraine “On State
Regulation of Sugar Production and Sale.” It
defined state policy regarding sugar
production and sale, including quota systems,
sugar stock declarations, establishment of
minimum  prices, and other regulatory
mechanisms.

Since 2018, the sugar sector has undergone
deregulation — quotas "A" (annual quota for
sugar supply to the domestic market) and "B"
(quota for sugar export under international
agreements) were abolished.

Currently, the regulatory act in force is the
Requirements for Types of Sugar Intended for
Human Consumption (Order of the Ministry of
Agrarian Policy and Food of Ukraine dated
November 2, 2017, No. 592, registered with the
Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on November 27,
2017 under No. 1434/31302).

11 LICENSING OF RAW CANE SUGAR
IMPORTS

The procedure for licensing the import of raw
cane sugar into Ukraine is regulated by the
Order of the Ministry of Economy of Ukraine
and includes several key stages. The import
of raw sugar is carried out exclusively within
the framework of a tariff quota, which
determines the volumes allowed for import
without the payment of additional duties.
Imports exceeding this quota are subject to

high customs duties or are prohibited
altogether, thus protecting the domestic
market.

Import licenses are issued by the Ministry of
Economy on a "first come - first served" basis,
meaning priority is given to those importers
who submit applications first. To obtain a
license, approval from the State Reserve
Agency and the Ministry of Agrarian Policy
and Food is required. This approach ensures
control over import volumes and supports the
stability of the domestic sugar market by
protecting it from oversaturation by imported
products.

Il GENERAL OVERVIEW OF MARKET
MEASURES WITHIN THE EU

The EU can support the sugar sector with
specific market measures, in particular

» private storage aid,
e measures against market disturbance
e and measures to solve specific problems.

Private storage aid is granted when taking
into account average recorded Union market
prices, the reference thresholds and
production costs. The European Commission
may grant this aid in the case of a particularly
difficult market situation or economic
development having a significant negative

impact on the margins of the sector in order
to keep a certain volume of sugar out of the
market during a certain period. The CMO rules
foresee additional support measures in case
of severe market disturbances due to sharp
increase or decrease in prices, amongst
others.

.2 GENERAL OVERVIEW OF TRADE WITH
COUNTRIES OUTSIDE THE EU

Trade policy is an exclusive power of the
European Union - so only the EU, and not
individual EU countries, can legislate on trade
matters and conclude international trade
agreements. International trade is also
governed by rules of the World Trade
Organisation.

As a major importer of cane sugar, the EU
grants duty-free access to the EU market to
developing countries under the "Everything
but arms" agreement and economic
partnership agreements with the African,

Caribbean and Pacific countries.

.31 DETAILED OVERVIEW OF MARKET
MEASURES WITHIN THE EU

The marketing year for the sugar sector is set
from 1 October to 30 September, which
corresponds to the biological cycles of beet
cultivation. This duration allows for the
seasonality of the harvest and the sugar
production process to be taken into account.
This is a key factor determining the planning
of production and trade processes.

Until 2017, the EU had a quota system that
limited the production volumes of sugar,

isoglucose and inulin syrup. The total volume
of quotas for sugar production was 13,529,618
tonnes. From 1 October 2017, the EU
transitioned from a sugar quota system to an
open market approach, without quotas, with
new notification requirements implemented to
ensure a smooth transition and market
monitoring.

In case of excess supply, it is possible to
withdraw sugar from the market, with a
special withdrawal coefficient set for each
enterprise. Withdrawn sugar is stored until the
next marketing year and can be used for
industrial purposes, exported or returned to
the domestic market in the event of a
shortage. Another important tool is support
for private storage of white sugar, the
conditions of which are determined by the
European Commission. In the event of a
shortage on the market, measures such as
adjusting import duties and authorizing the
sale of previously withdrawn sugar can be
applied.

National support for sugar producers is
implemented through the possibility of
providing special payments by EU member
states. An illustrative example is Finland,
which is allowed to provide sugar beet
producers with support of up to 350 euros per
hectare during the marketing year. Such
support takes into account the peculiarities of
local production and climatic conditions.

The effective functioning of the sugar market
is ensured through a comprehensive
monitoring system. It includes regular
collection and analysis of information on
prices on the sugar market, while data from
white sugar producers and market operators
are processed in compliance with the principle

of confidentiality. Sugar beet supplies are
constantly monitored, yields are assessed,
information on sugar production and available
stocks is collected.

Particular attention is paid to monitoring the
implementation of contracts: their compliance
with the established requirements is checked,
compliance with the conditions is monitored,
and inspections of approved enterprises are
carried out. To ensure effective control,
cooperation has been established between EU
member states, which allows maintaining
market transparency and ensuring compliance
with the established rules by all participants.

Price and Production Notifications
Price Monitoring: Member States producing
over 10,000 tonnes of sugar must report:

» Weighted average selling prices (current
and forecasted) per tonne of sugar.

e Prices of sugar beet during the previous
marketing year.

Notifications are submitted monthly for sugar
prices and annually for sugar beet prices.

Production Notifications: Reports include
sugar and bioethanol production figures for
the previous marketing year and forecasts for
the current vyear. Notifications are due
annually by 30 November (previous year
production) and 31 March (current vyear
estimates).

Member States report:

e Quantities of sugar stored at the end of
each month by producers and refiners.

e Quantities of isoglucose stored at the end
of the marketing year.

Figures specify ownership and storage
location, ensuring traceability and
transparency.

Quality and Methodology Standards

Prices and production figures are calculated
according to methodologies published by the
Commission. Reports distinguish between
sugar for food production and bioethanol.

Additional Reporting Requirements

Beet Areas: Annual notifications of sugar beet
cultivation areas for the current and following
marketing years.

Marketing Year Attribution: Sugar extracted
from beet is attributed to the marketing year
following planting, with exceptions requiring
Commission notification.

Import quotas and trade

The EU has concluded several preferential
agreements, in particular with the Caribbean
and African countries. The conditions include:

e Annual import of cane sugar: 2.5 million
tonnes.

e Imports were licensed exclusively for
refiners operating full-year.

1.3.2 QUALITY REGULATION
SUGAR MARKET

The regulation sets clear standards for all
types of products.

IN THE EU

Sugar beets must meet basic quality
requirements - be of good quality, clean and
suitable for sale, and have a standard sugar
content of 16% at acceptance.

For white sugar, stricter criteria are set: the
minimum polarization must be 99.7%, the
maximum moisture content cannot exceed
0.06%, and invert sugar - 0.04%. In addition,
quality is assessed using a point system that
takes into account ash content (up to 15
points), color type according to the Brunswick
method (up to 9 points) and solution color
according to the ICUMSA method (up to 6
points), and the total should not exceed 22
points.

For raw sugar, the key parameter is the yield
of white sugar, which must be 92% and is
calculated according to a special formula
taking into account ash content, invert sugar
and the degree of polarization.

Sugar Quality Requirements under Council
Directive 2001/111/EC

The Directive defines strict requirements for
the quality of various types of sugar intended
for human consumption. These requirements
ensure uniformity in production, marketing,
and labeling across the EU.

General Requirements

Purity: All sugars must be of sound and fair
marketable quality, free from contamination,
and suitable for human consumption.

Crystallization: For crystallized sugars, purity
and crystallization are essential to meet
quality standards.
