Order No. 173 of the Ministry of Health of
Ukraine dated June 19, 1996, sets State
Sanitary Rules for planning and
development of populated areas, including
sanitary protection zone distances between
pig farms and residential areas. These rules
regulate minimum required distances to
ensure sanitary and environmental safety in
agricultural regions. Specific protection zone
sizes range from 25 to 2000 meters
depending on the number of pigs kept.

QUARANTINE FOR PIGS INTRODUCED INTO
A HERD

Animals arriving from other facilities or
purchased in the domestic market must
undergo mandatory preventive quarantine
under the supervision of veterinary
professionals. During quarantine, animals are
housed separately in designated quarantine
areas under the supervision of a state
veterinary inspector or an
authorized/licensed veterinarian and undergo
veterinary and sanitary examination. Animals
are only allowed to join the herd after
quarantine ends and with written approval
from the state veterinary inspector.

RESPONSIBILITY

Violation of veterinary and sanitary rules may
lead to fines imposed on individuals, legal
entities, or entrepreneurs involved in animal
husbandry, production, product circulation, or
veterinary services.

Cases are
handled by state veterinary inspectors, and
decisions can be appealed in court.

PROTECTION FROM NEGATIVE IMPACT OF
PIG FARMS

To reduce air pollution, emissions are allowed
only upon receiving an appropriate permit.
Citizens may contact the State Service of
Ukraine on Food Safety and Consumer
Protection or the State Environmental
Inspection in case of sanitary law violations.

PIG REGISTRATION AND EVALUATION

State registration is required for farms,
issuance of identification documents, pig
movement, slaughter, disposal, and death.
Keeping records in the Unified State Animal
Register is mandatory, including compliance
with ID tags and registration certificates. This
system helps monitor animal movement,
health status, and prevent disease spread.

The pig evaluation instruction sets
procedures for comprehensive evaluation of
breeding and productive qualities. Evaluation
is conducted annually in all farms keeping
breeding pigs to determine the breeding or
production purpose of the animals. It also

outlines the duties of the commission
performing evaluation, including
measurements, reproductive performance

checks, and classification.

DISEASE PREVENTION AND CONTROL

The Ministry of Agrarian Policy has issued
mandatory instructions for the prevention
and control of diseases such as vesicular
disease and African swine fever. These apply
to all business entities regardless of
ownership.

PRODUCTS OF THE PIG FARMING SECTOR

The products of this sector include live pigs
and pork. According to the State Classifier of
Products and Services DK 016-2010, live pigs
belong to the group “Live Animals and Animal
Husbandry Products,” which is part of
agricultural production. In the Ukrainian
Classification of Goods for Foreign Economic
Activity, live pigs fall under group 01 "Live
Animals", pork and offal under group 02
"Meat and Edible Offal", and pig fat under
group 15 "Animal or Vegetable Fats and Oils".

1.2 STATE SUPPORT FOR THE
PIG FARMING SECTOR

Currently, there are no active state support
programs for the pig farming sector.

Within the framework of international and
bilateral trade agreements, the EU operates a
system of import quotas with specific country
allocations or open for all.

REGULATION OF SUPPLY OF PDO/PGI HAM
European Union countries are allowed, under
certain conditions, to apply rules to regulate
the supply of protected designation of origin
(PDO)/protected geographical indication (PGI)
hams upon the request of a producer
organisation, an interbranch organisation or a
PDO/PGI group.

Pigmeat is regulated under the framework of
the European Union's Common Agricultural
Policy (CAP). The regulation covers
classification, trade, market transparency,
and support mechanisms.

CLASSIFICATION OF CARCASSES

Union Scales: Union scales for pig carcass
classification are established for market
transparency, price recording, and market
intervention. These scales define standard
qualities based on weight and lean meat
content:

Class E: Carcasses weighing 60-120 kg.
Class R: Carcasses weighing 120-180 kg.

Classification aids in consistent price
recording and supports market intervention
policies.

AID FOR PRIVATE STORAGE

Private storage aid may be granted for
pigmeat under specific conditions set by the
EU Commission. This measure stabilizes the
market during periods of oversupply or low
prices.

TRADE AND IMPORT REGULATIONS
Licensing: Import and export of pigmeat may
require licenses. Licenses are issued by
Member States and are valid throughout the
Union.

Additional Import Duties: Additional import
duties can be imposed on pigmeat if imports:
e Fall below a "trigger price."
e Exceed a predefined volume threshold.

Export Refunds: Export refunds for pigmeat
are permitted to align EU market prices with
global prices but are set to EUR 0, indicating
limited reliance on this mechanism.

MEASURES TO ADDRESS MARKET
DISTURBANCES

Suspension of Processing Arrangements: If
processing or inward processing

arrangements disturb the market, they may
be fully or partially suspended.

Exceptional Support Measures: Support

measures can be implemented for pigmeat in

response to:

e Animal diseases restricting trade.

e Market disturbances from consumer
confidence loss due to public, animal, or
plant health risks.

Union  co-financing covers 60%  of
expenditures for measures combating
specific  diseases like foot-and-mouth
disease.

MARKET TRANSPARENCY AND
MONITORING

Classification and intervention measures

enhance market transparency by ensuring
consistent standards across Member States.

DELEGATED AND IMPLEMENTING ACTS

The Commission holds the power to adapt
and update the Union scales and implement
measures to address market changes or
disturbances. Decisions on these measures
are made through a structured examination
procedure.

SUSTAINABILITY AND COMPETITIVENESS
The framework aims to balance market
stability, transparency, and competitiveness,
ensuring a level playing field within the EU

Pigmeat regulation under the framework of
Regulation (EU) No 1308/2013 includes the
following key provisions:

AID FOR PRIVATE STORAGE

Aid can be granted for pigmeat stored in
accordance with specific conditions to
stabilize the market. The stored quantity
must meet a minimum threshold (97% of the
contractual quantity) during the storage
period to qualify for aid. The meat must come
from animals:

e Raised in the EU for at least two months
before slaughter (or since birth for young
pigs).

e Slaughtered no more than 10 days before
entering storage.

e Slaughtered in compliance with hygiene
regulations (Regulation (EC) Nos
853/2004 and 854/2004).

e Only fresh meat stored in a frozen state is
eligible.

QUALITY AND COMPLIANCE

Aid is not paid for defective products, and
any defective part of a storage lot is excluded
from the calculation. Non-compliance with
storage duration requirements results in a
10% aid reduction per calendar day, up to
100% of the aid.

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS

Meat must meet standards for fithess for
storage and subsequent use and cannot be
from animals slaughtered due to emergency
measures.
