The core sectoral law “On Grapes and Grape
Wine” regulates legal relations in the field of
viticulture and winemaking, establishing the
main requirements for grape cultivation, wine
production, and other wine products. It sets
rules for vineyard owners and winemakers,
including quality control and compliance with
regulatory standards. The law also outlines
the responsibilities of executive authorities in
enforcing the requirements for wine
production and marketing.

The law applies to all business entities
engaged in the production, export, import,
and sale of wine products, except for
individuals who produce wine for personal
consumption. It also includes mechanisms for
combating wine product falsification and
establishes penalties for violations, including
administrative, criminal, and financial
sanctions.

The draft law “On Grapes and Viticultural
Products” (Reg. No. 9139 of March 22, 2023),
adopted in its second reading, will come into
force on January 1, 2026, and introduces
legal regulation in line with European
standards. It governs legal and organizational
relations related to viticulture, production,

and sale of grapes, wines, and other
viticultural products, including the
registration, use, and protection of
geographical indications for wines and

aromatized wine products. It also defines the
specifics of control over such geographical
indications.

An important step toward improving the
domestic wine sector is the creation of a
Unified State Information System - the
Viticulture and Winemaking Register, which
will include information on:

STATISTICS ON GRAPE
VOLUMES

The state statistical observation of grape
receipts at enterprises processing them into
wine materials aims to provide reliable data
on grape volumes and processing, which is
essential for analyzing the status and
development of the viticulture sector in
Ukraine.

PROCESSING

The Methodological Guidelines define the
observation targets, namely enterprises
receiving grapes for processing into wine
materials. The document outlines the main
indicators to be collected and analyzed,
including volumes of grape intake, varietal
composition, and the purpose of the resulting
wine materials. It also sets requirements for

The results are used to prepare analytical
materials and statistical reviews that support
decision-making in  agricultural  policy,
particularly in viticulture and winemaking.

PRODUCTION OF TERROIR WINES

In 2018, conditions were simplified for small
wineries to support their growth and
development. Small wine producers are
allowed to produce wines and honey-based
beverages only from their own raw materials,
without added alcohol, with a maximum
production volume of 10,000 decaliters per
year. The law also sets requirements for the
technical and material base of such
producers, including ownership of land plots,
production facilities, and necessary
equipment.

New wine and honey beverage brands must
be approved based on conclusions from
tasting commissions. Small wine producers
must also submit compliance declarations
confirming their technical and material base
meets legal requirements, and these
declarations must be registered with the
relevant executive authority.

In 2023, the conditions for small enterprises
to produce distillates, including wine
producers, were further simplified. This
enabled small businesses to obtain licenses
through a simplified process and expanded
access to distillate production from local
products such as grapes.

Additionally, licensing and tax burdens were
eased for small wine producers. Wine and
other wine products may now be produced
from local resources under simplified
conditions, supporting the growth of small
winemaking enterprises.

From 2024, the process for obtaining licenses
for the production of brandy and grape spirits
by small producers was simplified as well.

The wine sector’'s marketing year runs from 1
August to 31 July of the following year.

PLANTING RIGHTS
MANAGEMENT

A vine planting authorization scheme (2016-
2030) manages vineyard expansion, ensuring
sustainable growth and avoiding market
oversupply. Authorizations are granted free of
charge and must be used within three years.
Replanting rights are automatic when an
existing vineyard is grubbed up.

AND  VINEYARD

Mandatory authorisations are required for
planting or replanting wine grape varieties.

Authorisations are granted:
e Without fees.
e For a specific area in hectares.
e Valid for three years.

Exceptions:
e Experimental plantings.
e Vineyards for personal household

consumption.
e Areas planted due to compulsory public
acquisitions.

Member States allocate authorisations
annually for new plantings up to 1% of the
total vineyard area as of the previous year.

o Environmental preservation.
o Projects improving competitiveness or

quality.
o Expanding small and medium-sized
holdings.
Member States may consider

recommendations from professional wine
organisations for setting regional priorities or
limitations.

Producers removing existing vines can
automatically receive authorisations for
replanting an equivalent area. Restrictions
may apply to replanting in PDO/PGI areas to
maintain quality standards.

Non-authorised plantings must be removed
at the producer's cost within four months of
notification. Non-compliance results in
penalties and exclusion from national/Union
support.

The Commission has the authority to: Define
rules for  granting and managing
authorisations. Oversee compliance and
impose penalties for violations.

OENOLOGICAL PRACTICES AND QUALITY
Oenological practices, including the use of
grape must, juice, and coupage (blending),
are regulated. Member States may enforce
stricter quality standards or permit
experimental practices. Practices must align
with recommendations from the International
Organisation of Vine and Wine (OIV).

LABELLING AND DESIGNATION

Protected Designations of Origin (PDO) and
Protected Geographical Indications (PGI) are
integral to wine labeling. Traditional terms
(e.g., “reserve,” “vintage”) are protected and
regulated to ensure fair competition and
prevent consumer deception. Union rules
standardize labeling and presentation,
facilitating smooth trade.

TRACEABILITY AND MONITORING

A vineyard register tracks production
potential, ensuring transparency and control.
All  wine products must have an
accompanying document during circulation to

safeguard  traceability and  consumer
protection.
CRISIS PREVENTION

Instruments like green harvesting, harvest
insurance, and mutual funds help manage
market crises. These measures aim to
stabilize producer incomes and balance
market supply and demand.

In cases of market disruption or crisis,
Member States may employ specific
mechanisms, such as voluntary or mandatory
wine distillation programs. Payments for
these programs are capped at 15% of the
annual funds available for each Member State
and are subject to Commission approval.
Distilled alcohol from these programs must be
used exclusively for industrial or energy
purposes, avoiding market distortions.
Additionally, Member States can provide
national payments for support measures
under approved State aid rules.

INTERNATIONAL TRADE

Specific derogations for labeling and
presentation apply to wines exported to third
countries, ensuring compliance with foreign
market laws.

For imports of wine and related products, the
EU enforces strict entry price systems and
customs requirements. Consignments must
meet declared entry price thresholds, verified
through customs valuation or flat-rate import
values. Special derogations may be applied to
imported products under specific conditions,
ensuring they align with EU standards. These
measures help maintain fair competition and
protect the integrity of the EU wine market.

STATE AID AND COMPETITION
State aid for wine must comply with EU
competition law, avoiding distortions in the
internal market. Exceptions for national aid
may exist under specific circumstances,
subject to Commission approval.

Member States may fund certain wine
support measures, such as vineyard
restructuring, promotion in third countries, or
innovation. These measures, financed
through a combination of EU and national
funds, aim to enhance the competitiveness
and sustainability of the wine sector.
Additional national payments can be granted
in specific cases, such as for crisis-related
distillation programs, provided they comply
with EU rules.

KEY ELEMENTS OF WINE MARKETING
STANDARDS

1. Mandatory Marketing Standards
Wine marketed in the EU must conform to
specific criteria outlined by the European

Commission. These criteria include the
technical definition of wine, classification
parameters (such as weight, size, and

quality), and specifications on labeling and
packaging. For instance, the wine's origin,
grape variety, and production methods must
meet established standards to ensure
transparency and authenticity.

2. Optional Reserved Terms

Optional reserved terms allow producers to
highlight value-adding attributes such as
production  methods or  geographical
indications. These terms enhance consumer
understanding and enable producers to
communicate unique characteristics of their
wines effectively. For example, terms
indicating the sugar content, vintage year, or
specific farming methods may be included if
verified and compliant with EU rules.

3. Quality and Presentation

Wine quality is assessed based on factors like
appearance, consistency, and chemical
composition. The presentation of wine,
including bottle shape and labeling, is
regulated to prevent misleading consumers.
Labels must include compulsory information
such as the category of the product, alcohol
content, and the producer or importer's
details.

4. International Trade Standards

For imported wines, the EU requires
compliance  with  equivalent marketing
standards. Imported products must meet the
same quality and labeling requirements as
those produced within the EU, ensuring fair
competition and consumer trust. Certificates
of conformity and analysis reports are
mandatory for imported wines.

The EU’'s marketing standards for wine are
designed to adapt to changing market
conditions, = consumer demands, and
technological advancements. Delegated acts
allow the European Commission to update
these standards, facilitating innovation while
maintaining the integrity of the wine market.
This adaptability ensures that producers can
respond to emerging trends and consumer
preferences without compromising quality.

SUPPORTING CONSUMER AND PRODUCER
INTERESTS

By enforcing these standards, the EU aims to
balance the interests of consumers and
producers. Consumers benefit from clear,
accurate labeling and access to high-quality
products, while producers gain a fair and
transparent marketplace. The protection of
geographical indications and traditional terms

further supports regional economies and
cultural heritage associated with wine
production.

VINEYARD REGISTER AND PRODUCTION
POTENTIAL
EU Member States are required to maintain a

vineyard register to monitor and update
information on production potential. This
register ensures compliance with vine

planting authorization schemes and national
support programs. It also aids in inventory
management, particularly in Member States
that implement restructuring and conversion
programs for vineyards. Reporting to the
European Commission allows for centralized

oversight and supports sustainable
production practices.

NATIONAL AUTHORITIES AND
ACCOMPANYING DOCUMENTATION

Each Member State must designate
competent national authorities and
accredited laboratories to enforce

compliance with EU wine regulations. These
authorities oversee official analyses and
ensure conformity with standards. Wine
products entering circulation in the EU must
be accompanied by officially authorized
documentation, while  producers and
merchants are required to maintain registers
of inward and outward movements of wine
products. This system ensures traceability
and transparency throughout the supply
chain.

MARKETING
STABILITY

To improve and stabilize the common market
for wine, Member States may establish
marketing rules that regulate supply. These
rules are often developed by recognized
interbranch organizations and must remain
proportionate to their objectives, avoiding

practices like price fixing or excessive
withholding of stock. The focus is on ensuring
orderly  marketing  conditions  without
restricting fair trade.

PROCESSING ARRANGEMENTS AND
MARKET SAFEGUARDS

The EU has provisions to suspend

processing, inward processing, and outward
processing arrangements if these practices
risk disturbing the internal market. Such
measures are implemented through
Commission decisions, often taken within a
short timeframe, and aim to preserve market
stability while addressing urgent needs.
